In 1994, Brother Mallonee was recognized for his

exemplary service, support and leadership by earning
the Lifetime Achievement Award. This top honor,
however, did not halt his support and love of Delta
Sigma Pi. He has recently served as a District Director
to award-winning Gamma Psi Chapter at Arizona and
has continued to serve on Foundation committees. He
continues to support the Leadership Foundation and
is involved with a number of endowments that help a
wide variety of brothers world-wide. A
