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CHICO STATE COLLEGE
Historical Sketech

Chico State College is a liberal arts and teacher
training college serving as the regional college of
Northeastern California. Originally founded as a normal
school in 1889, its status was changed in 1921 to a State
Teachers College, and in 1924 the State Legislature,
through the State Board of Education, authorized it to
become a four-year college and to confer the baccalaureate
degree,

With the broadening of the curriculums and increasing
of the functions of the institution, the Legislature in
1935 directed that it become a State College, and in 1949
the college was authorized to grant the Master of Arts
degree,

Location

The college is located in Chico, a community of
approximately 25,000 people. The excellent soil produces
an abundance of trees, shrubs and flowers to beautify the
residential area. Most of the drives leading from the city
are lined with trees, which are living monuments to the com-
munity spirit of General John Bidwell,

In addition to being the site of one of the leading
institutions of higher learning in the State, the City of
Chico is proud of its publiec schools, recreational facilities
of every kind, and all the advantages that make it one of the
most desirable home communities in the State.

The college campus, carved from the famous Bidwell Rancho,
contains ample space for future expansion. The Bidwell
Mansion, in very much its original form, serves the college
in various ways.

A cool mountain stream, Chico Creek, flows across the
campus in a westerly direction and blends in well with the
landscaping which has made the Chico State College campus one
of the most attractive in the State.

Functions and Programs

In terms of publicly supported higher education, the
state colleges and the university together make provision for
the realization of all the essential objectives of higher
education in California. Chico State College provides:

1. General education for students who take work which
leads toward the bachelor's and master's degrees or to the
higher professions through graduate work.



2. Professional education curriculums in the following
fields: kindergarten, elementary school, junior high school,
high school, special fields in high school, administration
and supervision, Other professional programs in such fields
as engineering, laboratory technology, nursing, etec.

3. Pre-professional curriculums.

Y, Curriculums of varying lengths in such fields as
business, industry, governmental services, homemaking, and
social service.

5. Extension courses in appropriate fields.

6. Guidance services to assist the individual student
to plan his educational program and to make his college and
life adjustments,

The preservation and improvement of democracy depend upon
the full and unhampered development of all potential citizenship
and leadership resources. Chico State College accepts the
principle that higher education should be available to all
capable high school graduates. It maintains adjustive cur-
ciculums, and adequate and effective guidance and counseling
services to promote the personal and educational development
of worthy students. It modifies traditional academiec
restrictions and provides new curriculums and services when-
ever such modifications and additions seem to serve the
legitimate desirable needs of individuals and society.

The promotion of civie intelligence and competence is
the underlying aim of all activities at this college. Special
emphasis centers on warm personal relationships between in-
structors and students, on friendly counsel in time of need,
and on the day=-to-day routine of living in a friendly
atmosphere.

Accreditation

Chico State College is accredited by the Western College
Association, by the National Council for Accrediation of
Teacher Education, and by the California State Board of
Education.,



HISTORY OF
HONORARY BUSINESS FRATERNITY
"ALPHA BETA PI"

During the fall semester of 1958 two enterprising
business students conducted a survey of the business
students enrolled at Chico State College to determine
the extent of their interest in organizing a Professional
Business Fraternity. Sufficient students were located
to warrant forming the fraternity.

The fraternity was officially organized and re-
cognized during the spring of 1959. Grade points were
checked to determine eligibility for membership and in-
vitations were sent out in April, At the first meeting
of the fraternity an election of officers was held. The
objectives of the fraternity were stated and a partial
constitution was drawn up and submitted to the Dean of
Activities and formal approval was subsequently received
from the Activity Committee. Several of the members
volunteered to draft a formal constitution during the
summer and to develop plans for the fall semester,

In the school year, 1959-1960, the fraternity began
to become more solidly established., Through the unfailing
efforts of a few members, the organization blossomed and
grew, It had doubled in strength prior to the terminus
of the school year.,

The fraternity members acted as guides during home-
coming week and as a group been active with the local Chamber
of Cormerce in offering their aid in conducting a Business
Climate Survey. Officially, the fraternity had arrived -
it was not only providing a sound organization for its
members on a professional business basis but was rendering
assistance to the college and to the local community.

In addition to an occasional dinner which is sponsored
for pledges and for installation of officers, the fraternity,
in a more professional aspect, had invited speakers from
different branches of the business world to address the
organization. During the spring semester 1960, there were
speakers from the Department of Internal Revenuej; The
Accounting Firm of Auther Anderson and Company of San
Francisco; Donica Realty Office of Chicoj; A member of the
Petroleum Industry of Chicoj and, Insurance, which covered
the fields of life and industrial insurance. As the
schedule permits, movies are viewed on current trends in
